Letter of Introduction
So you’re new here, are you?  How about a little introduction?  Since there are more of you than there are of me, I’ll make it easier….on me.  Write a letter of introduction.  Format it as a letter, written “To Whom It May Concern,” since it may concern more than just me, your teacher. One never knows!!

Now here’s the catch.  You cannot use your name anywhere in the letter.  You cannot name anyone who is currently attending or works at our school.  You cannot give any straightforward clue as to who the author of the letter may be.  No “I’ve got brown hair and blue eyes.  I’m about 6’1, with massive biceps, with a tattoo that says “Mom.” You need to be a bit cleverer than that.

Organize the letter in the manner you feel to be most appropriate.  Begin with a little introduction paragraph, then move into the self-revelation sections.  Use paragraphs to separate your ideas and use your best mastery of the English language, including its finer points of spelling, grammar, punctuation, and word choice. In your letter, be sure to address a few (3-4) of the following areas, but don’t feel the need to address all of them:

· Required elements - 4 “I am”s – compare yourself to a concrete object (car, band, etc. – “I am a Mini Cooper because I am small but have a powerful engine underneath.”). Be sure to explain why you made this connection.

· Current – what are your current interest? How would you describe yourself right now?

· Family – background, origin, interesting characters (like Uncle Dave)

· Educational career – classes you enjoyed, areas of interest, favorite memory

· Athletic career – go all the way back to Little League if you want!

· Activities – are you in Grill Club?  Say it with pride!

· Career – jobs you’ve held, jobs you want

· Favorite thing the whole world – think carefully, now.  

· Favorite book/movie/television show

· Greatest personal achievement

· Favorite quote/saying/motto – song lyrics are okay, as long as they are appropriate

· Person you admire and why

· Goals for the future

At the end of the letter, be sure to NOT INCLUDE YOUR NAME!  Sign off with your alias, alter ego, or some nickname you gave yourself back in 7th grade (Call me “Maverick”).  Whatever you want.  It might even be a hint as to your identity!

Print 2 (two) copies of this masterpiece, then sit back and watch the magic happen.
